We recognise the upmost 
importance of ensuring children gain fundamental literacy and numeracy skills and that they have opportunities to develop their 
individual interests and specialisms in a wide variety of subjects.  

Staff plan key questions to encourage the use of enquiry, as well as focus on the acquisition and application of key subject knowledge, 
concepts and vocabulary throughout our school. Our curriculum is designed to help learners to remember the content they are taught 
in the long term and to integrate new knowledge into larger concepts. Parents, staff and most importantly our children tell us that they 
enjoy their learning and are eager to find out about the topics and themes, often choosing to take their learning beyond the 
classroom.   

 

 

Curriculum Rationale 
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National Curriculum  
Every maintained school in England must provide a basic curriculum (RE, sex education and the National Curriculum). This includes 
provision for RE for all registered pupils at the school (including those in the sixth form), except for those withdrawn by their parents 
(or withdrawing themselves if they are aged 18 or over) in accordance with Schedule 19 to the School Standards and Framework Act 
1998.  Schools have to teach RE but parents can withdraw their children for all or part of the lessons. Pupils can choose to withdraw 
themselves once they’re 18.

Local Councils are responsible for deciding the RE syllabus. We ensure we meet the requirements of the Dudley agreed syllabus by 
teaching units, based around questions, using resources created by the National Association of Teachers of Religious Education
